7. Subject Associations: long-range plans, lesson and assessment plans, coding
resources and webinars on all revised content

principals and vice-principals to lead implementation in schools

1. K2l Academy: hands-on experiences and teacher resource guides focused on
Grade 9 Science

2. Sustain Ontario: online learning modules, educator resource packages, and
presentations focused on food literacy concepts for Grades 1-9.
